Alas, how could a team of 12 mis-
sionaries make new reservations at this late date?  However, what 
seemed impossible with man became possible with God when the 
flight was rerouted and we all boarded the same plane.
     For many reasons, we were thankful.  We were so very happy 
that all 19 pieces of luggage arrived in Kenya without a problem. 
As well, the team did a tremendous job coordinating Vacation 
Bible School, building a platform for a rain tank for our national 
missionary host family, installing gutters, showing The Jesus Film, performing medical clinic services, 
and building school desks in the village where we stayed last year.
